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CONCEPT NOTE FOR 3°° GHANA RENEWABLE ENERGY FAIR, 2017

Renewable energy technologies are clean sources of energy that have a much lower negative
environmental impact than conventional energy technologies. By developing these energy
sources, Ghana can diversify its energy source and reduce its dependence on oil and gas, thereby
creating energy portfolios that are less vulnerable to price rises and thus increasing the country’s
energy security. Renewable energy can also be used to provide affordable electricity to
communities without access to grid electricity for lighting and productive uses

The RE Act mandates the Energy Commission among other things to: (i) create a platform for
collaboration between government, private sector and civil society for the promotion of renewable
energy sources; (ii) promote the benefits of renewable energy to facilitate its utilisation; and (iii)
facilitate investment in the renewable energy sector.

In line with the above roles, the Energy Commission initiated an annual Ghana Renewable Energy
Fair (Conference and Exhibition) in 2015 and has successfully organised two events to date. The
first Ghana Renewable Energy Fair was organised in November 2015 in collaboration with The
Delegation of German Industry and Commerce’s (AHK's) West African Clean Energy and
Environment (WACEE) International Conference and Exhibition in Accra. The joint WACEE and
Ghana Renewable Energy Fair attracted 1,906 participants and 33 exhibitors. The theme was
‘Renewable Energy for Sustainable Development’. A key feature of the first Ghana Renewable
Energy Fair was a Business Forum on financial viability of large scale roof-top solar for bulk
customers that brought together renewable energy companies, financial institutions and key
public sector institutions.

The 2" Ghana Renewable Energy Fair was held in August 2016 in collaboration with the Ministry
of Energy and the Ghana Climate Innovation Centre at Ashesi University. It attracted over 2,000
persons with 58 companies exhibiting renewable energy and energy efficiency technologies and
products such as solar PV systems, improved cookstoves, clean cooking fuels, solar water heaters,
LED products, etc. The theme was ‘Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency: Accelerating Energy
Access and Security’. The highlight of this event was a session on Innovation which attracted the
youth from both the academic and corporate institutions. The Innovation Session was jointly
organised by the Ghana Climate Innovation Centre and the Energy Commission and it focused on
the design thinking process and how to connect research and development to market demand.
